Sketches for Prints

1. Make several thumbnails of your idea (lower left). This is the single most important step because poor composition will create a poor finished print.

2. Get feedback from the instructor at this point. Improvements to the composition and concept can still be made at this point.

3. Do a full-sized drawing from which you will work to create stencils for each printed color. Either do a line drawing OR do a full-color version. If doing color use materials that will equate closely to your printing ink in color and wet/dry mark appearance.
4. Create the first one or two stencils for the print and print them. Generally it is better not to make all your stencils befor you start the print. Often you can add colors or make improvements to the image by adjusting the stencils as you go.
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
