CLASS RESEARCH AND PAPER ASSIGNMENT

“FAMILY CENTERED COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT”

Requirements:

1. Write one paper of approximately 12-15 pages:

a. Use all the presentations in the Leadership Symposia to address—

1. The best practices of the family-centered community development programs presented (i.e., What works?)

2. The worst practices of the family-centered community development programs presented (i.e., What does not work?)

3. The common threads of the programs presented

4. The disparities in the programs presented (i.e., What do they do differently?)

5. How does each of these programs contribute to, or support, the development of strong families?

(NOTE:  A tape of this session is available to all those students who missed the session and had an “excused absence.”  This part of the paper should be about five pages in length.)

b. Then select a community project from the information provided October 15 by Dr. Jo Edwards (or select another one if it is approved by your section instructor).  Use the information provided by Dr. Edward Kick on October 15 to make contact with the project, to collect data, and write a report with an investigative and reflective component.  The report will constitute the remaining 7-10 pages of your paper for the class.

1. For the investigative component

· Identify and describe the setting.

· Identify the target audience.  In other words, what problem or issues was the program developed to address?

· Describe the interview process you completed.

· Diagram a network of the key voices and the key organizations involved in the project.

· Address the short term and long term impacts on the families served.

For the reflective component, briefly design a program specific to your community which you feel is needed to address a specific issue affecting families in your communities.


(NOTE:  You may work in teams to select the research site for your paper.  However, you must conduct your own research and write your own class paper!  We will give you more details on this in class on October 15.)
