 Womack Lane apartments provide residents with efficient 

apartment style living with the convenience of campus re-

sources.  Each apartment has a living room, kitchen, dining 

area, bathroom, and either (1) or (2) bedrooms.  The kitchen is 

furnished with large refrigerators and ovens, as well as ample 

cabinet space.  The dining area has a kitchen table , (4) 

chairs, and a storage closet.  The living room is furnished with 

a (3) piece sofa, (1) arm chair,(1)coffee table, and (1) enter-

tainment center.  Each resident is provided with a desk, chair, 
dresser, bed and mattress (80 in. long).    

 The Womack Lane Apartment club house houses our laundry 

facilities (free to students only); computer lab; and area desk.  

The area desk has cleaning supplies, games, etc. you can 

borrow.  We also assist during emergencies and lock-outs.  
 In addition to the apartment and club house amenities, our 

grounds offer some unique space for residents and families to 

enjoy the outdoors.  We have several picnic tables and grills 

throughout the property.  We also have a play ground for fami-
lies and/or guests to enjoy.
