The MTSU Study Abroad Scholarship has two parts.  Please carefully read the requirements for each:

Part A Instructions:

1.
Minimum Overall GPA requirement of 2.800 for undergraduates or 3.300 for graduates (This is FIRM.)
2.
Student must be enrolled at MTSU in the academic semester prior to the study abroad program

3.
Student must be enrolled at MTSU at the time of applying for a study abroad scholarship

4.
Student must have completed a full-time semester (or equivalent) at MTSU before applying for a study   abroad scholarship
5.
Student must select a program that will end before graduation

6.
Student must receive academic credit (a minimum of one hour) for program

7.
Student must be degree-seeking

8.
Students applying for academic year programs may apply only once, prior to the start of the first semester abroad

9.
Student must submit one completed application form (Part A)
10.
Student must submit the required essay with the completed application form
11.
Recommendation forms must be submitted by two faculty members (not leading or teaching the student’s study abroad program/course)
12.
Students must submit an unofficial academic transcript (Students may print from Pipeline.)
Part B Instructions:

1.  Additional funding may be available to support nationally underrepresented groups.
2. After completion of Part A, a student may choose to provide the information requested in Part B of the application.  Completing Part B is OPTIONAL. 
3.  Funds that support this award are limited, and come from sources other than the International Education Fund.
Additional directions for completing the scholarship application:

1. All information in all sections of the MTSU Study Abroad Scholarship application MUST be typed, not handwritten.
2.  The essay must be typed, may not exceed two pages, and should be double spaced in Times New Roman size 12 font, with at least 1 inch margins.  The student’s name should NOT be written on the essay, but the student’s M number should be written at the top of each page of the essay.
3.  The application requires an original signature to be considered.
4. Turn in application to the Office of Education Abroad & Student Exchange (EA&SE) by 4:30 p.m. on the deadlines listed above.   Staple the essay to the application.    
5.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to make sure that recommendation forms provided by faculty members have been turned in to EA&SE by the deadline.  Students may deliver their faculty recommendation forms in an envelope, signed and sealed by the faculty person.  Or, the faculty person may deliver the recommendation forms to EA&SE, or submit them by mail or fax.  Campus mail is not recommended less than one week prior to the deadline.
