· The Space Advisory Group approved a motion to recommend space requests a. and b. to the Vice Presidents.  
a. KOM 163 - Classroom to be converted into office space for writing grant for spring 2009.

b. CKNB N101 – Classroom to be converted into discipline specific lab for fall 2008.

· The following items are recommended to the Vice Presidents for their review.  The below list provides a plan for the backfill of buildings to be vacated due to the construction of new buildings: 
a. McFarland – In the long-term, this building will be demolished for a parking garage.  In the short term, this space could house the advising center currently in KUC and the transfer student advising center currently in KOM.   (Vacancies created by Recreation addition)
b. Jones Hall – Psychology.  Offices not occupied would be available to other college departments and colleges.  (Vacancies created by Education and Science Buildings)
c. Wiser-Patten – Physics.  (Vacancies created by Science Building)
d. Davis Science - Dean of Basic and Applied Sciences, Geosciences, Rock Museum, and science grant offices currently located in Fairview.  (Vacancies created by Science Building)
e. Stroebel - future science grant offices.  (Vacancies created by Science Building)

f. Fairview – Adams Chair/Center for Health and Human Sciences.  (Vacancies created by Science Building and moves to Davis)
g. Keathley University Center – Human Sciences, Testing Center, and Student Affairs.  (Vacancies created by Student Union Building)
h. Ellington – Criminal Justice.  (Vacancies created by moves from Ellington to KUC)  
i. Ellington Annex and the Vaughn House - To be demolished.  

j. Ezell/Abernathy – To be demolished with the construction of the Mass Communications Addition and/or when the bond commitment is satisfied.   The UWC satellite office could be relocated to a dorm to contribute to the Living-Learning initiative.
