Minutes
· Present:  Watson Harris, David Gray, Tom Cheatham, Mark Byrnes, Deb Sells,  Pattie Miller, David Edgar and Maria Knox

· Minutes from April 4, 2008, were approved as recorded.  
· The Group discussed two requests for MC 177 and 179.  One request was for a Veterans Center on campus, and another request was for offices for the Athletics and Athletic Compliance.  The committee discussed the Veterans Center request and agreed that there is a need for a Veterans Center on Campus, but another location would be more suitable than the requested location.
· The Space Advisory Group approved a motion to recommend MC 177 and 179 be offered to Athletics and Athletic Compliance to the President and Vice Presidents.  
· The committee discussed the demolition of Ezell/Abernathy.  Although there is not a timeframe for demolition, demolition would not occur until the bonds were paid in 2011.  Current occupants include faculty offices, RIM studio, Rock Museum, and the University Writing Center (UWC).  The committee observed that the University would need to relocate the current occupants prior to demolition.   
· The following information items were discussed with the committee: 
· Name change of Voorhies Industrial Studies to Voorhies Engineering Technology.
· Backfill of Jones Hall with Psychology and Human Sciences.  Both have submitted plans for the vacant space created by the new science and education buildings.
· Short/Long Term Lease for Continuing Studies – The lease for office space is being prepared and the desire is for Continuing Studies to be in the leased space by May.
· English Language School is currently occupying the previous offices for Continuing Studies in Fairview Building.
· McFarland Building is now housing the Transfer Student Services, Academic Support Services, and Continuing Studies (Continuing Studies has relocated in the portion allocated to Campus Police.  Continuing Studies will vacate when leased space is located.).  
· AMG 117 – Converted classroom space to research space.

· PH 326 – Converted from computer lab to classroom.
· Three new capital project proposals are being discussed by academic departments.  These are Speech & Theater and Music; Psychology and Human Sciences, and an Academic Outreach Building.  These departments will be discussing these proposals with the Provost soon. 

· The committee discussed the Rutledge building.  This is one of the original buildings on campus and is currently used as single dorm rooms with approximately 89 beds.  The building is in desperate need of renovation and has issues with the front porch similar to KOM.  The committee discussed if there was a possibility of converting from a dorm in the future.  The estimate to renovate Rutledge is approximately $12-$15 million.
