Minutes

· Present:  Watson Harris, David Gray, Tom Cheatham, John McDaniel, Mike Gower, David Edgar and Maria Knox
· Minutes from September 22, 2006 were approved as recorded.  

· The Space Advisory Group approved a motion to recommend space requests a. through g. to the Vice Presidents.  The College of Liberal Arts and the College of Education are working together to achieve the domain concept, and the College of Liberal Arts accepts the use of domain space for these other uses.
a. College of Liberal Arts requests the PH 224 office suite for faculty offices.  This space will be vacated by the Psychological Services Center when they move to the leased space on Broad Street.
b. College of Liberal Arts requests classroom PH 105 to convert into office space for the English graduate program.  These Ph.D. students currently use the AMG 304 and 305 spaces.
c. Institutional Diversity requests classroom PH 107 and office 106B to convert into offices.  
d. Social Work requests these classrooms and offices PH 101, 102, and 103 to convert into office spaces.  The offices vacated by Social Work in the upper floors of Peck will be reallocated to the 30+ faculty who are currently in shared spaces.

e. The Office for International Studies requests offices PH 217, 217A, 216, and 216A.   These offices will be vacated by College of Liberal Arts in the move to Todd.

f. HHP requests classrooms and offices AMG 304 and 305 for Ph.D. students, GTA, and adjunct offices.

g. ETIS requests offices MGB 1002 and 105 for faculty offices.

· These information items were discussed by the group: 
a. ETIS is converting a portion of classroom MGB 202 into offices for the LEAD project.

b. The Fairview computer lab for Continuing Studies is being converted to offices for new hires in Continuing Studies and for Academic Outreach.  The committee requested information about the Fairview Conference Room and was informed the room is being scheduled for meetings by Continuing Studies, with the understanding the space may be used for surge space during emergencies.
c. LRC and Mass Communication offices are being created from foyers, offices, and labs.  The LRC atrium and other offices will hopefully be finished by the first of November.  The Mass Comm 103 offices should also be completed in the fall.  
d. COMM 270 and 271 will be converted into offices and multiple classrooms.

e. Academic Affairs requests the Tom Jackson Alumni Center offices being vacated by Payroll.  This space is beyond the recommending jurisdiction for this committee and is offered as an information item for the Vice Presidents to consider.
f. Speech and Theatre is encouraged to use the university warehouse for storage.
g. History is converting classroom PH 227 into a smaller classroom and offices.

· Future space considerations

a. A meeting to discuss problems with the Studio Theatre was held with Academic Affairs and Facilities.  An estimate for code upgrades is being prepared and alternative locations for Governor’s School are being pursued.  However, it was noted these are less than optimal solutions and Speech and Theater may want to discuss a new building and/or addition with Campus Planning.
b. The group discussed that the College of Business and the Recording Industry Department may be pursuing leased space in Nashville in close proximity to Music Row.  
c. Continuing Studies may be interested in sharing space with the Chamber of Commerce, freeing Fairview for other uses.
