Minutes

· Present:  Patti Miller, Deb Sells, Watson Hannah, David Gray, Tom Cheatham, John McDaniel, Mike Gower, David Edgar and Maria Knox
· Minutes from April 20, 2006 were approved as recorded.  (Item 7 was removed by ITD after meeting.)
· It was noted that the Tom H. Jackson Building (Alumni Center) and Cope Administration Building are outside the consideration of the committee.
· W. Hannah quickly updated the committee members on the different moves that are or will be occurring on campus in the next year.  Current moves include:  Sociology and Anthropology from Black House and Peck to Todd; Historic Preservation from Vaughn to Black; Liberal Arts Dean’s Office from Peck to Todd; Graduation analyst moves into the colleges – Mass Communications, Education, and Basic and Applied Sciences; Grant moves – DCS, Social Work, and Adams Chair; Continuing Studies from KOM and Cope to Fairview; TECTA and TNDOT from Fairview to Lytle; Learning and Teaching Center into Peck; two classrooms converted for use by Social Work; Testing Center.  Discussion regarding the College Heights Houses followed.  It was noted that these houses have been researched for demolition to provide land for the Chiller Plant needed for the new science building.  There was also the possibility of land on Airport Road that may be enough land for this plant.
· It was requested by the Provost that the committee delay allocation of the Midgett, AMG, and KOM buildings. 

· Review of space requests

1. Basic and Applied Sciences requested a suite of 9 offices with a conference room for the College in the Alumni Center.  As this is not within the scope of the committee, the item was removed. 

2.  Basic and Applied Sciences requested office space for a new position, Development Officer.  Motion to allocate Jones Hall Rooms 115 and 117 to the College of Basic and Applied Sciences was approved. 
3. Academic Affairs requested space in Peck Hall for the newly created Learning, Teaching, and Innovation Technologies.  Motion to recommend approval passed.
4. The Division of Aerospace requested space in the Fellowship Hall of the Fairview building to move Flight Simulators into. The request was withdrawn.
5. Engineering Technology & Industrial Studies requested space for 2 professors and 2 additional professors due next fall.  The group decided to request the college to resolve this issue.
6. The Speech and Theatre department requested space for storage of theatre assets.  The group decided to postpone recommendation until a space becomes available that will fit this need.
7. Center for Middle East Studies requested two offices to begin this center.  It was noted that in the past the center wanted to be on campus, but is now might be interested in one of the houses off campus. The group decided to postpone recommendation until a space becomes available that will fit this need.
8. The Office of Research and Sponsored Programs is requested 4 office spaces in 104 Midgett.  The group decided to postpone recommendation based on the request made by the Provost.
9. The Speech and Theatre department requested for a change in the function of Room 140 Fairview from a storage area to offices.  Motion to recommend approval passed.  
10. The Sociology and Anthropology department requested a in the function of TODD 335 from an office to a workroom and part of a hallway located on the 3rd floor into a conference room.  Motion to recommend approval passed.
11. The Recording Industry department requested EZEL 107B be assigned to the Recording Industry to be used as office space for the new MFA Program Secretary.  Motion was made for a blanket statement that all new space in EZEL be the domain of the College of Mass Communications.  Motion passed.
12. Continuing Studies and Public Services requested that the Kitchen area and attached receiving/storage area be converted into a secured, climate controlled storage space for training equipment.  The group decided to postpone recommendation until renovation on the Fairview Conference Room is started.
13. HHP requested AMG 304 and 305 for office space.  The group decided to postpone recommendation based on the request made by the Provost.
14.  Athletics requested the university observatory for the women’s softball team to use as a storage and/or team meeting room.  The group decided to confirm with the College of Basic and Applied Sciences that the observatory will no longer be needed by the college.  It was also decided there should be a plan for the placement of the telescope that currently occupies that space.  Once the telescope has been placed elsewhere and the college has confirmed that it has no need for the space, it was decided to recommend the observatory for athletics. 

15. The Division of Academic Affairs requested office space for a new position approved for Institutional Effectiveness, Planning, and Research. The group decided to postpone recommendation until a space becomes available that will fit this need.
16. The Career and Employment Center requested office space.   The request was withdrawn.
17. The Psychology department requested a change in the function of the Alumni Center into two classrooms, and to use the offices for research.  As this is not within the scope of the committee, the item was removed. 
18. The Psychology department requested the KUC be renovated and used to house departmental offices, classrooms, and laboratories.  The group decided to remove this request, as the new University Center project will encompass the KUC.
19. Affirmative Action requested more space in Cope Administration Building.  As this is not within the scope of the committee, the item was removed.
